6. The Board came out of Executive Session at 6:37 pm and took action on the following.
· Andy Hicks made a motion to approve a request from Canyon Main Street for funding on the Marketing plan for 2023 in the amount of $28,000. The funds will be used for capturing as many area visitors as possible and encouraging them to visit our downtown area and local attractions, in turn increasing sales tax revenue for our community. Jed Welch presented a second. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

· Keith Brown made a motion to approve a request from TEXAS Outdoor musical for direct financial assistance not to exceed $55,000 to be used for new audio equipment and infrastructure for the Pioneer Amphitheatre in Palo Duro Canyon State Park. Jed Welch presented a second. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
· Jed Welch made a motion to approve a request from Canyon Chamber of Commerce for direct financial assistance in an amount not to exceed $23,000. The funds will be used for the fireworks displays for both the Annual Independence Day Celebration and Christmas in Canyon events. Andy Hicks presented a second. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

· Andy Hicks made a motion to approve a request from the City of Canyon for direct financial assistance in an amount not to exceed $50,000. The funds will be used as additional funding for the Kylie Hiner Memorial Playground Project. Jed Welch presented a second. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

· Jed Welch made a motion to approve a proposal to purchase real property located at 1410 U.S. HWY 60 Canyon, TX 79015. Paying up to $4,000 in Title cost with reasonable closing date, and an environmental study completed, $4,250 in earnest money and a total amount not to exceed $425,000. Andy Hicks presented a second. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
· Gary Hinders made a motion to approve a separate bill of sale for the purchase of restaurant equipment in the amount not to exceed $5,000. Keith Brown presented a second. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
